Need a Pause on IRS Collection?
If you are experiencing financial hardship, there could be relief for you. 
CURRENTLY NOT COLLECTIBLE
Might be an option for YOU!

STEP 1 – Gather your evidence!
Let the IRS know that you’re undergoing financial hardship – WITH PROOF!
Things you’ll need to gather:
· Last 3 months of income information such as pay stubs
· Last 3 months of bank statements
· Optional: Other evidence of financial hardship (utility shut off, eviction notice, etc)
STEP 2 – Call the IRS directly!
1-800-829-1040 and explain your financial situation over the phone. They will ask questions about your income, expenses, and hardship circumstances, so be prepared.
OR
Submit Form 911, an explanation of your circumstances, a Collection Information Statement (Form 433-F), and supporting documents (the bank statements and proof of income) to the Taxpayer Advocate Service (TAS). Fax the materials to: 855-832-7118.
